Richard Mathews, Safety/Laws/Rules Committee:
First floor remodeling plans were reviewed.  Especially the entrance to the Utility Office and the ‘holding room’ for the Police Department.

 

Personnel Policy changes were discussed.  Chief Harvey discussed disciplinary policies and how offenses of ‘Neglect of Duty’ should be categorized according to what specific neglect of duty may occur.

 

Chief Baird discussed the need for further testing of the donated electric generator at the firehouse to assure reliability.  Cost for the transfer switch to this unit has exceeded expectation and reliability of the generator needs to be assured.  Jack Conners volunteered to assist Baird with this.

 

The Committee also discussed the possibility of starting yearly employee evaluations for all village employees.  These evaluations would relate directly to merit wage increases.  Also discussed were ‘salary schedules’ for every job classification in the village.  Further discussion with department heads will occur with hopes of council approval later this year.

 

Vinnie Cochran, Public Works/Parks/Recreation Committee:
Discussed the sidewalk plan from Regatta to the school campus and the crosswalk situation also.  Chief Harvey will also review the plans for safety issues.  Kennedy will be meeting with Superintendent Bird for further discussions.

 

The school district has been offered trees from the village tree nursery.  They are glad to get them and they will be planted at the sport complex and various other school properties.

Mayor Carr reported that Mr. Elmer from Pierce Township has called her and wants to set up a meeting with council to discuss areas where they can work together.
