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From the Chief of Police:

Village Council approved the hiring of
two additional full time police officers
with a starting date of February 1,
2016.

One position was to fill the vacancy
from the resignation of Officer John
Pelcha one year ago. This position has
been backfilled by part time police
officers. The second position was
simply to ensure that the Village would
have 24 hour coverage.

“Having an abundance of part time
police officers does have a financial
savings. However, there is a tradeoff
that cannot be measured by dollars;
typically part time officers work one or
two shifts per week and therefore they
do not fully come to know what the
community needs and concerns are.
Secondly, their commitment level lies
with their full time employer.”

Candidates went through a very
rigorous testing procedure. Part time
Officer Jesse Kidder and Auxiliary
Officer John Karl scored very well and
were promoted to the full time
positions.

“It is my hope that the increase
staffing level will promote more police
presence during peak hours, and
allows additional time to follow up on
offense reports”.

This area is usually
low land adjacent to a river, stream,
watercourse, ocean or lake.” If you are in the
floodplain, the odds are that someday your
property will be damaged.

The five-day forecast for the Ohio River at
Cincinnati will have the gage height readings in
feet, which will correspond with your
estimated 1st. floor flood level of your
residence.
