Silent Killer: 
New Richmond Fire/EMS 

would like to remind everyone 

of the dangers cold weather can 

bring about. One great concern 

is Carbon Monoxide Poisoning 

caused by improper heating or 

faulty appliances.  

Unsafe gas appliances produce a 

highly poisonous gas call carbon 

monoxide (CO). It can cause 

death as well as serious long 

term health problems such as 

brain damage. 

Remember six main symptoms 

to look for. 

1. Headaches 

2. Dizziness 

3. Nausea 

4. Breathlessness 

5.Collapse 

6.Loss of consciousness 

Being aware of the symptoms 

could save your life. Carbon 

monoxide symptoms are similar 

to flu, food poisoning, viral 

infections and simply tiredness. 

Thatôs why itôs quite common 

for people to mistake this very 

dangerous poisoning for some-

thing else.

The New Richmond Po-
lice are responsible for the 
public safety and security 
of the Village Communi-
ty. This task is one we 
cannot accomplish alone. 
Crime Prevention and 
security awareness are 
self-serving qualities. We 
need the assistance and 
cooperation of every resi-
dent, business owner, em-
ployee  and visitor to help 
us fight crime. As a mem-

ber of the New Richmond 
community, you have a 
special relationship with 
the NRPD and we want to 
assure you that we care 
about your concerns and 
are here to ñServe ï Pro-
tect ï Educateò. We en-
courage you to join us in 
our efforts to provide a 
safe and secure environ-
ment for you and  your

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Other signs that could point to 

carbon monoxide poisoning : 

¶Your symptoms only occur 

when you are at home. 

¶symptoms disappear or get 

better when you leave home 

and come back when you re-

turn. 

¶Others in your household are 

experiencing symptoms 

(including your pets) and they 

appear at a similar time. 

What should I do if I experi-

ence any symptoms of carbon 

monoxide poisoning? 

¶Get fresh air immediately. 

Open doors and windows, turn 

off gas appliances and leave 

the house. 

¶See your doctor immediately 

or go to hospital-let them 

know you suspect carbon 

monoxide poisoning. They can 

do blood or breath test to 

check. 

¶If you think there is immedi-

ate danger, call 911 and the 

Gas Emergency Helpline. 

¶Get a Gas Safe registered 

engineer to inspect your gas 

appliances and flues to see if 

there is a dangerous problem.  

What is carbon monoxide? 

Carbon monoxide (CO) is a 

highly poisonous substance 

produce by the incomplete 

burning of gas and liquid petro-

leum gas (LPG). This happens 

when a gas appliance has been 

incorrectly fitted, badly re-

paired or poorly maintained. It 

can also occur if flues, chim-

neys or vents are blocked. Oil 

and solid fuels such as coal, 

wood , petrol and oil  can also 

produce carbon monoxide. 

What is carbon monoxide poi-

soning? 

Carbon monoxide poisoning 

occurs when you breathe in 

even small amounts of the 

gas. When you breathe in 

carbon monoxide , it gets 

into your blood stream and 

prevents your red blood cells 

from carrying oxygen.. With-

out oxygen, your body tissue 

and cells die. Levels that do 

not kill  can cause serious 

harm to health when breathed 

in over a long period of time 

. Long term effects of carbon 

monoxide poisoning include 

paralysis and brain damage. 

Such long term effects occur 

because many people are 

unaware of unsafe gas appli-

ances and subsequent gas 

leaks. 

How do I avoid a carbon 

monoxide leak in my home? 

Your home may show signs 

of carbon monoxide. Any 

one of the following could be 

a sign that there is carbon 

monoxide in your home. 

¶ The flame on your cook-

er should be crisp and 

blue. Lazy yellow or or-

ange flames mean you 

need to get your cooker 

checked.  

¶ Dark staining around or 

on appliances. 

¶ Pilot lights that frequent-

ly blow out. 

¶ Increased condensation 

inside windows. 

If you have a faulty appli-

ance in your home, it could 

lead to carbon monoxide 

poisoning. Get your gas ap-

pliances checked to avoid 

carbon monoxide poisoning.

participates in the National Flood Insur-
ance Programs Community Rating Sys-
tem.  
 The Community Rating System pro-
gram allows the Village to conduct a 
wide range of flood plain management 
activities far and above simply adminis-
tering its flood plain regulations. 
  These activities include: public 
awareness programs, creek inspections, 
verification of flood data and maintain-
ing flood materials at the public library. 
This results in the village being rated as 
a class 8 giving a 10% discount to all 
residents through their annual flood in-
surance premiums.
